Day 01: Arrival Delhi

On arrival at Delhi airport, our representative with a placard displaying your name will meet you and transfer you to the hotel. Rest of the day is free at your leisure.

Overnight: Hotel in Delhi

Day 02: Delhi City Tour

After breakfast, proceed for a full-day Delhi sightseeing tour:

Jama Masjid – India’s largest mosque

Chandni Chowk & Spice Market – enjoy a Rickshaw ride

Red Fort – historic Mughal fort

Raj Ghat – memorial of Mahatma Gandhi

Humayun’s Tomb – Mughal architecture masterpiece

Lotus Temple – Baha’i faith architectural marvel

Qutub Minar – medieval minaret

India Gate, Parliament House, Rashtrapati Bhavan

Rest of the day is free at leisure.

Overnight: Hotel in Delhi

Day 03: Delhi to Agra

After breakfast, transfer to Agra. On arrival, check in to your hotel and freshen up. Visit:

Taj Mahal – the symbol of love (Closed on Fridays)

Agra Fort – built by Emperor Akbar

Itimad-ud-Daula (Baby Taj) – intricate draft of Taj Mahal

Rest of the day is free at leisure.

Overnight: Hotel in Agra

Day 04: Visit Taj Mahal at Sunrise & Transfer to Jaipur via Fatehpur Sikri & Chand Baori

Optional early morning visit to the Taj Mahal at sunrise. Return to hotel for breakfast, then transfer to Jaipur. En route visit:

Fatehpur Sikri – deserted Mughal city

Chand Baori – one of India’s largest and deepest stepwells

On arrival, check in to your hotel. Rest of the day is free at leisure.

Overnight: Hotel in Jaipur

Day 05: Jaipur City Tour

After breakfast, visit:

Amber Fort – 16th-century fort; optional elephant ride

Jal Mahal (Water Palace)

Hawa Mahal – Palace of Winds

City Palace & Museum – blend of Rajasthani & Mughal architecture

Jantar Mantar – astronomical observatory

Optional: Explore local markets for handicrafts, textiles, gold & diamond jewelry.

Overnight: Hotel in Jaipur

Day 06: Jaipur to Delhi & Departure

After breakfast, visit:

Birla Temple

Monkey Temple (Galta Ji)

Later, transfer to Delhi International Airport for onward journey.
